
closer to complete victory. Panic 
was quickly spreading throughout 
the British Government while our 
own leaders feared that Great  
Britain would surrender their 
prized fleet should Foreign  
Secretary Lord Halifax cut a deal 
with Hitler. General Sir Edmund 
Ironside, Chief of the British  
Imperial General Staff, confided 
to a colleague, ñThis is the end of 
the British Empire.ò Joseph  
Kennedy, U.S. Ambassador to 
Britain (who was an anti-Semite) 
and father of the future president, 
believed that England had no 
chance or reason to resist  
Germany.  King Leopold III of 
Belgium said, ñThe cause of the 
allies is lost.ò 
Unfortunately the movie Darkest 
Hour completely ignores what I 
am about to share next. It is at this 
dire moment that the churches in 
Britain called for a National Day 
of Prayer. It had been suggested 
back in April but (and this is hard 
to believe) the Archbishop of  
Canterbury, Cosmo Gordon Lang, 
had opposed it saying that he did 
not want the call to prayer to be 
misinterpreted. However, by May 
the situation had so deteriorated 
that King George VI and Winston 
Churchill, along with many other 

Last month I wrote about the  
improbable rise to power of  
Winston Churchill to the office of 
Prime Minister at the beginning of 
World War II. This was  
convincingly portrayed by actor 
Gary Oldman in the award winning 
movie, Darkest Hour. Late May 
1940 found half a million soldiers 
huddled at Dunkirk waiting for 
inevitable death or imprisonment. 
Nazi armored divisions were only 
15 miles away. The loss of the  
British army would leave Britain 
naked and virtually defenseless to 
the anticipated Nazi invasion of  
England. Hitler had never been 

If my people, who are called by my name, will  
humble themselves and pray and seek my face and 
turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from 
heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal 
their land.ò (2 Chronicles 7:14) 
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leaders decided it was time to pray. On May 
23rd newspapers editors joined the king and  
issued a call for a National Day of Prayer to be 
held on Sunday, May 26th, 1940. On that day, 
the people of Britain gathered in crowded 
churches including Westminster Abby, and 
pleaded with Almighty God to spare their  
husbands, sons and fathers at Dunkirk. Just 24 
hours after the call to prayer, Adolf Hitler  
inexplicably ordered his armies to halt, to the 
surprise of his own generals. They remained 
stationary until June. On the evening of May 
26th an order was issued to attempt a risky  
evacuation of the English Channel. Every tiny 
boat and private vessel was sent across the  
waters of the Channel with orders to rescue as 
many men as possible before the arrival of the 
German army. Many reasons have been given 
for Hitlerôs actions. None of them make sense. 
I believe there is a more valid explanation. The 
German armies were halted by the God of 
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. I believe the Lord 
heard the prayers of hundreds of thousands of 
believers praying for divine intervention. For 9 
days Germans were content to shell and bomb 
Dunkirk from air while 336,000 men found 
their way to safety in the British Isles.  
General Ironside would express complete  
amazement at how the Germans allowed all 
those troops to slip through their fingers.  I  
believe it was the prayer of a Christian people 
on their faces before Almighty God. 

A few days later Churchill would say, ñI  
expect that the Battle of Britain is about to 
begin. Upon this battle depends the survival of 
Christian civilizationéif we fail, then the 
whole world, including the United States,  
including all that we have known and care 
about, will sink into the abyss of a new Dark 
Age, made more sinister, and perhaps more 
protracted, by the lights of perverted  
science.ò (House of Commons, June 18,  1940) 

Churchill had many faults and was not a  
religious man but he was an instrument of 
the Lord. One of the greatest lies of the Devil 
is that prayer is not effective. Do not believe 
it for a moment. Join us on May 3 as we 
gather in prayer in Doylestown and lift our 
voices to the God of the Universe on behalf 
of our beloved nation.
